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SALIENT FEATURES AND FUTURE PROGRAMMES OF SINDH PRISONS

Until recently two very old and worn-out i.e. Prisons Act 1894 and prisoners Act, 1900 were governing the administration and management of prisons in Pakistan. A new reformed and consolidated law has been prepared which has been passed through Sindh Assembly. Through this Act, the following targets have been achieved.

Establishment of

a) Prisons Policy Board.

b) Prison Management Board. 
Prisoners wellbeing and rehabilitation.

Consolidation of Prison Act 1894 and Prisoners Act 1900.

Capacity Building.

Public Participation.

Improvement of Responsibilities of Prison Officers.

Allowing Authorized Absence.

Providing the prisoners enough floor space, lighting, ventilation, heating and cooling system. Devising new and correctional programs for the inmates.

Two very old and worn-out laws were governing the running of prisons in Sindh  until recently, The Prisons Act, 1894 and The Prisoners’ Act, 1900.





A new Sindh Prisons and Corrections Service Act & Rules 2019 based on modern best practices prevailing in the developed countries has been promulgated. 
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
